September meeting minutes were approved.
Teri Sparks provided an update on the training objectives for in-service law enforcement. On behalf of the Commission’s training subcommittee, Teri and Erica Wheeler proposed a condensed version of the current training provided to entry-level law enforcement at a PCTC meeting in October. The version reduces the curriculum from eight (8) hours to four (4) and addresses these categories: communication, characteristics, vulnerabilities, and resources. It was recommended that this 4-hour curriculum be provided to veteran law enforcement throughout 2016 and 2017 and that, following this one-time in-service training, the training be offered every three (3) years and must be at least two (2) hours in duration. PCTC approved these recommendations which are effective January 2016.
Assistant Deputy Secretary to the Department of Disabilities, John Brennan, led a discussion on the concerns over potential conflicts of interest among committee membership. Committee members were provided previously via email with information on the state’s regulations regarding procurement proceedings and what constitutes possible conflicts of interest. Using the MD Developmental Disabilities Council’s grants process was considered. This would allow the committee to move forward without being held to the state’s procurement laws. The Department will schedule a meeting with the DD Council to discuss this as a possibility moving forward.
