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[bookmark: _GoBack]The Maryland Assistive Technology Loan Program (ATLP) is currently seeking candidates with significant experience in finance, accounting, investment management, consumer lending, or who have disabilities or assist individuals with disabilities to serve on its volunteer Board of Directors appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate.

The purpose of the Assistive Technology Loan Program Board is to support the ATLP in its function to provide low-interest financial loans to people with disabilities in order to purchase assistive technology, home modifications, and adapted and non-adapted vehicles. 

The ATLP Board of Directors establishes and reviews policies and procedures, issues weekly decisions on applications for loan guarantees and interest or principle subsidies, and advises on fiscal and budgetary matters. The Board’s guiding principles are (1) to provide an effective, user-friendly financing system that best supports Marylanders with disabilities who need to purchase equipment to become more independent, productive members of the community with an improved quality of life, and (2) to maintain a fiscally responsible program to ensure its long-term solvency and to uphold the Board’s fiduciary obligations to its funding sources.
